Match background

Two teams with outstanding UEFA Champions League home records come face to face in the first knockout round
in a contest that brings Juventus coach Claudio Ranieri back to Chelsea FC, the club he managed for four years from
2000.

* Ranieri guided the London club to their first semi-final in the competition in 2003/04, his final season at Stamford
Bridge, losing 5-3 on aggregate to AS Monaco FC, and Chelsea then reached the last four three times in the next
four seasons. However, only once did they emerge to take their place in the final and even that ended in disappointment,
with a penalty shoot-out defeat by Manchester United FC in last season's showpiece in Moscow.

* In this campaign Chelsea have extended their unbeaten home run in the UEFA Champions League to 15 matches,
winning twelve and drawing three since a 2-1 home defeat by FC Barcelona in February 2006. Chelsea won all three
Stamford Bridge games in Group A, beating FC Girondins de Bordeaux (4-0), AS Roma (1-0) and, finally, CFR 1907
Cluj (2-1) to book their qualifying place as runners-up on eleven points, one behind Roma. Away, Chelsea fared less
well with two draws and a 3-1 defeat in Rome.

» These teams have never met before in UEFA club competition. The last three Italian sides to meet Chelsea have
all come from Rome with two meetings with S.S. Lazio. In the 2003/04 UEFA Champions League group stage the
Blues won 2-1 at home and 4-0 away. On their debut in the competition, in 1999/00, they faced Lazio in the second
group stage when a 0-0 draw in the Stadio Olimpico was followed by a 2-1 home defeat.

» There was also an Italian obstacle for Chelsea in the first group stage that season, the games with AC Milan ending
0-0 in London and 1-1 in Italy. Chelsea's first fixture against Serie A opponents came in the 1997/98 UEFA Cup
Winners' Cup semi-final when they were paired with Vicenza Calcio, a 3-1 home win wiping out a 1-0 defeat in the
away leg.

« Juventus' return to Europe after an absence of two seasons has been a successful one so far as they eased past
the challenge of Real Madrid CF to finish top of Group H. Both teams had 12 points, Juve taking first place thanks to
two victories against the Spanish giants. Away from Turin, Juventus drew with FC BATE Borisov and FC Zenit St.
Petersburg and at home they dropped just two points, thanks to another draw with BATE.
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« Juve will be hoping to improve on their record away from home in the UEFA Champions League knockout rounds
because they have met defeat in all the last six. Their last away win outside the group stage came on 22 April 2003
and a 2-1 extra-time success at FC Barcelona in the quarter-final second leg. It gave Marcello Lippi's men a 3-2
aggregate victory en route to the final at Old Trafford, home of Manchester United. There they were unable to add to
their 1996 title triumph, losing to Serie A rivals Milan on penalties.

» The Bianconeri can blame English sides for their last two departures from the UEFA Champions League, both at
the quarter-final stage. They lost 2-0 on aggregate to Arsenal in 2005/06 having gone down 2-1 overall to Liverpool
FC the previous season. Juve have lost on their last five appearances in England against local clubs and have only
been successful in two of the 16 away contests, winning 2-1 against Aston Villa FC in the 1982/83 European Champion
Clubs' Cup quarter-final and 1-0 away to Manchester United in the 1996/97 group stage. In their 16 visits to play
English top-flight sides their record is W2 D4 L10.

* In eleven knockout meetings with English sides on a home-and-away basis, the Turin outfit have prevailed on
aggregate five times. Juventus did twice beat Liverpool in one-off games, though, the 1985 European Cup final (1-0)
and the 1984 UEFA Super Cup (2-0).

« Juve midfielder Tiago spent a season with Chelsea in 2004/05 and played 34 league games as the London club
lifted the English championship for the first time since 1955.

» Mohamed Sissoko was an unused substitute for Liverpool at Stamford Bridge in the first leg of the 2006/07 semi-final.
Chelsea won 1-0 but Liverpool prevailed on penalties after the Anfield game also ended 1-0 to the home side.

* Nicolas Anelka was a second-half substitute for France in the 2-0 Group C defeat by Italy in Zurich that ended Les
Bleu's UEFA EURO 2008™ campaign. Florent Malouda was an unused substitute. On the opposite side were Gianluigi
Buffon and Giorgio Chiellini while Alessandro Del Piero was on the bench.

» Malouda played for France in the 2006 FIFA World Cup final against an Italy side containing Buffon and Mauro
Camoranesi. Del Piero, who scored one of Italy's goals in their triumphant penalty shoot-out, and Vincenzo laquinta
appeared as second-half substitutes. David Trezeguet missed his penalty for France in the shoot-out, the only failure
as Italy won 5-3. The Italian quartet also featured in their 2-0 semi-final victory against a Germany team which included
Michael Ballack. Del Piero scored ltaly's second goal in extra time in Dortmund.

» The second leg takes place at the Stadio Olimpico on 10 March.

Guus Hiddink's first game in charge of Chelsea ended in victory, Anelka rounding off some inventive work from
Lampard to give the London club their first win at Villa Park in ten visits. The hosts pushed for an equaliser, and Ashley
Young hit the Chelsea crossbar with a first-half free-kick, but the visitors held on for their first Premier League victory
in three matches.
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*"It's a very good start in new circumstances and a new situation," said Hiddink, whose side had lost their two previous
away league games. "What pleased me most was the first half; we played very good football, had good possession
and were dangerous. The only thing we didn't do was score a second to kill the game."

* Anelka's goal was Chelsea's first first-half strike in the league since 26 December, and ended an eight-match Premier
League scoring drought for the striker.

» Chelsea's record sequence of eleven successive away Premier League wins was ended with a goalless draw at
Everton FC on 22 December. They failed to win in their next three attempts, drawing at west London rivals Fulham
FC and losing at Manchester United FC and Liverpool FC.

* Chelsea's 3-0 loss at United on 11 January ended a run of 20 Premier League away matches without defeat, since
going down 1-0 at Arsenal FC on 16 December 2007; 16 of those game finished in victory.

* Anelka, Bosingwa and Lampard are ever-present in the league this season, Bosingwa and Lampard starting all 26
matches.

» The west London club have registered 20 shutouts in their last 33 league fixtures.

« Since confirming their place in the last 16, Chelsea have endured mixed fortunes in the league, winning only three
of their nine games and drawing four prior to the Villa match. There was better news for Chelsea in the FA Cup,
however, where wins against Southend United FC (4-1 in a replay after a 1-1 draw), Ipswich Town FC and Watford
FC (both 3-1) have set up a quarter-final at either Blackburn Rovers FC or Coventry City FC on 7/8 March.

» Michael Mancienne made his Chelsea debut against Watford on 14 February.

* At the other end of the scale, Lampard became only the tenth man to make 400 appearances for Chelsea against
Stoke City FC on 17 January, and marked the occasion with a last-gasp winner.

* On 9 February Chelsea parted company with Luiz Felipe Scolari after 25 league matches at the helm, his assistant
Ray Wilkins taking charge for the cup tie against Watford. On 11 February the club confirmed that Russia coach
Hiddink will take over for the rest of the season.

A right-footed shot from Sissoko from inside the penalty area edged the visitors
ahead, and David Trezeguet sealed the points eleven minutes from time when he received a pass from Amauri and
fired in a left-footed shot via a deflection.

« Juve coach Claudio Ranieri said: "The first half was exceptional, with both teams playing at a high tempo. We could
have killed the game off earlier in the second half, but I'm satisfied with my players because Palermo are a good side.
Our defence played well but now we have a difficult test against Chelsea, who have great forwards and midfielders
with a great eye for goal. We are facing a side who lost the UEFA Champions League [final] only because John Terry
slipped when taking his penalty, but we are going there with plenty of confidence."

* Ranieri left Amauri and Del Piero on the substitutes’ bench as Trezeguet partnered Vincenzo laquinta in attack.
Tiago was preferred to Christian Poulsen in midfield.

*» Trezeguet's strike was his 161st for the Bianconeri, making him the Turin club's fifth highest scorer of all time. His
160th had come against UC Sampdoria on 17 May, with knee problems restricting him to six appearances in all
competitions since.

* Del Piero's effort against Calcio Catania on 14 January was his 254th goal in all competitions for Juventus, taking
him 72 clear of second-placed Giampiero Boniperti on the Bianconeri's all-time goalscorer's list. The 34-year-old had
brought up his 378th top-flight appearance against Genoa CFC on 13 November, overtaking Gaetano Scirea.

« Juventus followed up their Matchday 6 draw with BATE by winning four and drawing one of their next five league
matches. However, back-to-back defeats by Udinese Calcio (2-1) and Cagliari Calcio (3-2) saw them lose ground on
Serie A leaders FC Internazionale Milano. A 2-1 triumph at Catania brought a return to winning ways before Juve
were held by Sampdoria.

* After overcoming Catania (3-0) and SSC Napoli (4-3 on penalties after a goalless draw), Juventus have won through
to the Coppa ltalia semi-finals where they will face S.S. Lazio on 3 March and 22 April.

» Six of Del Piero's seven goals in Serie A this term have come from dead-ball situations, the No10 scoring four
free-kicks and two penalties. He also registered from free-kicks in the UEFA Champions League against Zenit and
Madrid.

» Amauri is the only player to have featured in all 25 of the Bianconeri's Serie A matches this term.

* Nedvéd has registered four times this term, maintaining his record of finding the net in every campaign since his
arrival in ltaly in 1996.

» The Bianconeri have scored in each of their last 18 home games in Serie A. The last time they drew a blank was
against Torino FC on 26 February 2008.

The Russian press had dubbed Guus Hiddink a coaching wizard long before a magical sequence of results conspired
to send his side to UEFA EURO 2008 ™. He further enhanced his reputation by guiding Russia to the last four in
Austria/Switzerland, and oversaw a solid start to qualifying for the 2010 FIFA World Cup before agreeing, in February
20009, to also take charge of Chelsea FC until the end of the season.

Hired by Russia in April 2006 after winning another Dutch title with PSV Eindhoven and before taking unfancied
Australia to the knockout stages of the World Cup, the Dutchman had previously steered the Netherlands and Korea
Republic to World Cup semi-finals in 1998 and 2002 respectively. He returned to Eindhoven for 2002/03 and proved
his Midas touch had not deserted him at club level either, winning the championship in his first term back at the PSV
Stadion, adding a Dutch double in 2004/05 and running AC Milan all the way in an enthralling UEFA Champions
League semi-final. The domestic crown was successfully defended in 2005/06, by which time Hiddink was also working
with Australia, who he guided to the World Cup last 16 before a last-gasp penalty against Italy ended their hopes.

It was all a far cry from his undistinguished playing career, encompassing spells at SC Varsseveld, De Graafschap,
PSV, NEC Nijmegen, Washington Diplomats and San Jose Earthquakes. As a coach, Hiddink joined the PSV setup
under Jan Reker and Hans Kraay, taking sole charge in March 1987 and piloting the club to three Dutch titles and a
defeat of SL Benfica in the 1988 European Champion Clubs' Cup final. Stints with some of Europe's leading teams
— Fenerbahge SK, Valencia CF, Real Madrid CF and Real Betis Balompié, with the Netherlands job in between —
further enhanced his reputation before he accepted the Korean challenge in 2001.

After eight years in Spain and England, Claudio Ranieri returned to Italy in 2007, first helping Parma FC avoid relegation
to Serie B and then leading Juventus back into the UEFA Champions League in the following campaign. ltaly's most
successful team had just returned to the top flight having been demoted for their part in the sporting fraud trial and,

despite Juve's undoubted pedigree, few had predicted they would end their first season back in Serie A in third place.

As a footballer Ranieri was an uncompromising centre-back who started out in his native Rome, appearing only six
times in Serie A with AS Roma before moving to Catanzaro Calcio, for whom he played in more than 200 matches
between 1974 and 1982. He brought the curtain down on his playing career with spells at Calcio Catania and US Citta
di Palermo, hanging up his boots in 1986. After starting his coaching career in amateur football, he moved to Cagliari
Calcio and led the Sardinian side from Serie C1 to Serie A between 1989 and 1990.

Ranieri then moved to SSC Napoli, helping the club to fourth place and introducing Gianfranco Zola to the first team.
His next assignment was at ACF Fiorentina in Serie B, and he immediately led the side back to the top flight and to
victories in the Coppa Italia and Italian Super Cup in 1996. The following year Ranieri accepted the post at Valencia
CF and won the 1999 Copa del Rey before moving to Club Atlético de Madrid for a short and turbulent spell. He then
succeeded Gianluca Vialli as Chelsea FC manager in 2000, finishing as runners-up in the Premier League and
reaching the UEFA Champions League semi-finals before being replaced by José& Mourinho in 2004. He returned to
Valencia but lasted barely six months despite guiding the team to the UEFA Super Cup.

Olegario Benquerenga is carrying on the tradition of excellent Portuguese referees of recent years, a list including
such leading lights as Vitor Manuel Melo Pereira.

Benquerenga, an insurance broker based in Leiria, was born on 18 October 1969, and having made fine progress
after officiating his first top-flight match — a 1-1 draw between Campomaiorense and Lega on 15 October 1995 — he
won his FIFA international badge in 2001 at the tender refereeing age of 31. He earned his international stripes working
in each of UEFA's youth competitions — U17s, U19s and U21s — before gaining further experience in the UEFA Cup
and UEFA Champions League qualifying.

Benquerenca's first taste of group stage action came in September 2005 as Udinese Calcio defeated Panathinaikos
FC 3-0 and he was also in the middle for a FIFA World Cup qualifier involving Italy, the eventual winners, and Moldova
in Lecce. Other highlights include the 2002 and 2008 Portuguese Cup finals, both won by Sporting Clube de Portugal
and his first UEFA EURO 2008™ qualifier as Romania won 2-0 in Albania on 6 September. Benquerenga, who lists
music and cycling as his main hobbies, went on to take charge of two further qualifiers and was a fourth official at
three matches in the final tournament in Austria and Switzerland.

Protecting football's values

UEFA President Michel Platini has made an impassioned plea for the safeguarding of football's essential values
against a series of dangers threatening the game's fabric, in a speech to the European Parliament in Brussels. Mr
Platini advocated the idea of financial fair play to guarantee, among other things, competitive balance in European
competitions. He insisted that football should not be treated as an economic activity, and that sport's specific nature
should be recognised. Furthermore, the UEFA President called, among other things, for a halt to the trafficking of
young footballers, with a ban on the international transfer of footballers under the age of 18."Football extends beyond
borders, football irons out differences, and football unleashes passions," said Mr Platini. "Football, the sport that has
brought me to where | am today and has given me the greatest emotions of my life, both positive and traumatic, is in
danger ... the values that football represents are in danger."

UEFA priorities

UEFA has been highlighting its priority activities for 2009 in the wake of the latest meeting of the UEFA Executive
Committee in Nyon, Switzerland: improving financial fair play in UEFA competitions; protecting young footballers; and
progressing with preparations for UEFA EURO 2012™ in Poland and Ukraine. These three pillars will remain at the
top of the European governing body's agenda over the coming months.

Fans first

Fans will come first at this season's UEFA Champions League final in Rome. European club football's showpiece
occasion at the Stadio Olimpico in the Italian city on 27 May will see 50,000 tickets for the 67,000-capacity venue go
to football fans, while free transport will be available for supporters holding match tickets for a three-day period. Tickets
for the game will go on sale to the general public via uefa.com on 2 March.

Anti-racism conference

Raising awareness of racism and discrimination, and proposing positive and practical solutions for addressing these
problems in the game and in society, are the main objectives of the forthcoming Unite Against Racism conference in
Warsaw, Poland, on 3 and 4 March. The event is being staged by UEFA, the players' union FIFPro and the Football
Against Racism in Europe (FARE) network, UEFA's long-standing partner in the campaign to banish intolerance and
discrimination from football. The Polish Football Association is hosting the conference, to which 250 delegates have
been invited from associations, leagues, clubs, players, non-governmental organisations, the media and the world of
politics. "Tackling racism and discrimination is an important social priority for UEFA and a range of initiatives have
already been undertaken to identify problems, encourage action and ensure the right sanctions are imposed," UEFA
said. "UEFA now wants to create an opportunity to review progress and renew its call for action. In particular, UEFA
wants to record positive developments and in view of UEFA EURO 2012™ look at the challenges facing the game
in the east and what more the European football family can do."

Final venues

London's Wembley Stadium and the Ful3ball Arena Miinchen will hold the 2011 and 2012 UEFA Champions League
finals, with Dublin's Lansdowne Road and Bucharest's National Stadium the venues for the 2011 and 2012 UEFA
Europa League showcases. The UEFA Executive Committee decided on the host venues for the two major UEFA
club competitions at its meeting in Nyon in January.

Trophy tour

Football fans in several African countries will have the chance to see the world-famous UEFA Champions League
trophy when it goes on tour in February, March and April. The tour will give supporters in Nigeria, Algeria, Egypt and
South Africa the opportunity to see and touch the coveted trophy which has been contested by the world's greatest
players and teams for more than five decades. Celebrated players connected with the UEFA Champions League will
accompany the Trophy Tour. Previous UEFA Champions League Trophy Tours have taken place in Asia and Latin
America in 2007 and 2008 respectively, and were a huge success.

UEFA Champions League knockout stage: Did you know?

» Teams have recovered from a first-leg deficit to go through to the next stage on 21 occasions, including Chelsea
FC in the 2007/08 quarter-finals. The biggest losing margin a side has overturned was achieved by RC Deportivo La
Corufia in the 2003/04 quarter-finals when they fought back from a 4-1 defeat at AC Milan to win 4-0 at home.

* Fifteen ties have been decided on the away goals rule, including five where the triumphant team lost the first leg.

» Manchester United FC hold the record for the biggest first-leg lead with a 4-0 home success against FC Porto in the
1996/97 quarter-finals, eventually going through by that margin after a goalless return.

* Nine ties have now gone to penalties. Five of these were finals — 1996, 2001, 2003, 2005 and 2008. The first
two-legged tie decided on spot-kicks was PSV Eindhoven's 4-2 win against Olympique Lyonnais on 13 April 2005
after a 2-2 aggregate draw.

* In all, 16 ties have required extra time including, in 2007/08, Fenerbahge SK's win against Sevilla FC, FC Schalke
04's triumph over Porto in the first knockout round and Manchester United's final victory against Chelsea, with all
three ties eventually being settled on penalties. So far seven ties have been decided by extra time alone: four
quarter-finals, two first knockout round encounters and last season's semi-final between Chelsea and Liverpool FC.

» Real Madrid CF have extended their record for knockout stage qualification in successive seasons. The 2008/09
campaign is the twelfth straight season since 1997/98 that they made it beyond the group stage, keeping them ahead
of Manchester United, who appeared nine times in a row between 1996/97 and 2004/05. Overall, Real Madrid have
now played in the knockout stage 13 times, one more than United and two more than FC Bayern Midnchen.

» The 2004/05 first knockout round encounter between Lyon and Werder Bremen featured more goals (12) over its
two legs than any previous UEFA Champions League knockout tie as Lyon defeated Bremen 10-2.

» There has never been a knockout tie ending goalless after two legs. Nine have finished 1-0 on aggregate, most
recently Manchester United's narrow victory against FC Barcelona in the 2007/08 semi-finals.

* Clarence Seedorf is the only player to win the European Champion Clubs' Cup with three clubs (AFC Ajax 1995,
Madrid 1998, Milan 2003, 2007). Liverpool's Bob Paisley (1977, 1978, 1981) is the only coach to win three times.

* Ottmar Hitzfeld (BV Borussia Dortmund 1997, Bayern 2001) and Ernst Happel (Feyenoord 1970, Hamburger SV
1983) are the only coaches to win the trophy with two clubs.

* Only five capital cities have been home to teams that have won the European Cup: Madrid (Real Madrid), Belgrade
(FK Crvena Zvezda), Bucharest (FC Steaua Bucuresti), Amsterdam (Ajax) and Lisbon (SL Benfica).

* Rome was awarded the 2009 UEFA Champions League final after a decision by the UEFA Executive Committee
atits meeting in Ljubljana, Slovenia in October 2006. The Stadio Olimpico, home of AS Roma and S.S. Lazio, previously
held European Cup finals in 1977, 1984 and 1996 — Liverpool winning the first two games and Juventus the last —
and was also the venue for the 1990 FIFA World Cup final between West Germany and Argentina. Other major events
at the stadium include the 1987 IAAF World Championships in athletics and the 1960 Olympic Games, for which it
was constructed in 1953.

UEFA Champions League: Did you know?

» S.S. Lazio goalkeeper Marco Ballotta became the oldest player to compete in the UEFA Champions League in
2007/08 when he featured against Olympiacos CFP on Matchday 1 aged 43 years and 168 days. The record was
previously held by Alessandro Costacurta, the AC Milan defender who played against AEK Athens FC in 2006/07
aged 40 years and 211 days. Ballotta was 43 years 252 days when he featured against Real Madrid on Matchday 6.

* Laurent Blanc is the oldest player to score in the competition, aged 36 years and 339 days, having found the net for
Manchester United in their 3-2 defeat of Olympiacos on 23 October 2002.

* Celestine Babayaro is the youngest player to have appeared. He was 16 years and 87 days when he started for
RSC Anderlecht against FC Steaua Bucuresti on 23 November 1994. He was then sent off in the 37th minute.

2007/08 season

Domestic record: Chelsea once again finished as Premier League runners-up two points behind Manchester United
FC, having finished six points behind them the previous campaign. They reached the final of the English League Cup
for the second successive season but could not defend the trophy, losing 2-1 to Tottenham Hotspur FC after extra
time, and were knocked out of the FA Cup 1-0 in the quarter-final by second-tier side Barnsley FC.

European record: Drawn in Group B with FC Schalke 04, Rosenborg BK and Valencia CF, Chelsea won three and
drew three of their matches to finish top of the section. Olympiacos CFP were dispatched 3-0 on aggregate in the first
knockout round, before Chelsea recovered from losing the quarter-final first leg at Fenerbahge SK to advance 3-2
overall. Awaiting in the semi-final for the third time in four seasons were Liverpool FC, and having lost the previous
two, Chelsea gained their revenge with a 4-3 aggregate triumph after extra time. Frank Lampard cancelled out Cristiano
Ronaldo's goal in the final for Manchester United, but with nothing separating the teams after 120 minutes United
prevailed 6-5 in the penalty shoot-out.
